1.  INTRODUCTION

Ndlambe Local Municipality is one of the local municipalities falling within the jurisdiction of Cacadu District in the Eastern Cape, South Africa. It is made up of the following towns: 
· Kenton-on-Sea 
· Boknes 
· Bathurst 
· Bushman’s River Mouth 
· Alexandria 
· Cannon Rocks
· Seafield/ Kleinemonde

Ndlambe is predominantly rural and strategically positioned between Port Elizabeth and East London, a small municipality on the south-east coast of the Eastern Cape that is heavily reliant on commercial agriculture and tourism. The municipality does not have any major industries or mining that can absorb the majority of local people in an effort to create vibrant and sustainable livelihood. The area’s unique selling points are the combination of beach and game experiences, relatively good weather throughout the year, hence being named as the sunshine coast.

2. PURPOSE
To conduct land audit on government farms around Ndlambe, identify alternative agricultural activities and crops to maximise the use and management of natural resources to create vibrant and sustainable local communities.

· Identify possible funding agencies/ streams to fund initiatives
· Identify and establish market linkages and opportunities
